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Introduction 
 
The Perrenland triad and Mark Somers are 
pleased to now present the critical events 
summary of the scenarios that comprised the 
Voormann’s Daughter primary plot arc, re-
vealing both new and hidden information. 
We also extend our thanks to the many writ-
ers, designers, play-testers and players who 
have helped bring the Perrenland campaign to 
life via this series. 
 I feel it needs to be stated that the 
Voormann’s Daughter series has been the 
lead-in material for the current Nation 
Mocked series, and is the mother of both Per-
renland culture and its ongoing plotlines.  
Mark Somers started the ball rolling in 591 
and Perrenland has not looked back since, 
thank you Mark. 

This document has four parts

2) Timeline and summary of Perrenland ad-

ventures and development 591 to 594. 
3) The Voormann’s Daughter (the back-

ground story) 
4) The Letters of Karl Hüssen 

In all of these parts can be found new ma-
terial and hints of where the plot line may be 
heading.   

I hope the summaries and material con-
tained within this document helps the many 
players of Perrenland both new and veteran to 
understand better the machinations behind the 
adventures their PCs played in.

A Cold Cr isp Morning 
 
In 591 the net sum of Perrenland adventures 
stood at zero.  Those first pioneers of the long 
development of Perrenland had the following 
official plot-hooks to work from. 
 
Conflicts and Intr igues section of the L iv-
ing Greyhawk Gazetteer  
 
Attention is focused on the upcoming elec-
tion for Voormann; rumours of foreign sup-
port taint several candidates. Clatspurgen 
might be divided into two Cantons to settle a 
major clan feud. A proposal is circulating to 
occupy the Sepia Uplands, creating a new 
Canton (Vesbergen) and suppressing ban-
ditry there. The battlefront in the Vesve is 
moving west, and eastern gnomes have spot-
ted Orc scouts. 
 
It was fortunate for us that so little real devel-
opment of Perrenland had occurred in canon 
material as it gave us a relatively blank (but 
far from bland) canvas to work with.  Work 
with it we have and Perrenland today stands 
out in the Living Greyhawk community as a 
highly developed and diverse playing envi-
ronment.  The original plot hooks have been 
fully explored albeit with quite a few twists 
and turns, mostly these have occurred within 
the Voormann’s Daughter plot arc and its 
supplements, off-shoots and sub-plots.  Also 
some fantastic independent stand-alone ad-
ventures have been written that capture the 
rich cultural development that has occurred in 
the making Perrenland.  
 
Below we have categorised all these adven-
tures under the various plot-arcs that they 
formed part of.

591CY 
 
Fireseek 
A forgotten relic, the Spear of Allitur, reap-
pears when a family of descendants of its 
most famous owner, the hero Aeric Zussrig, is 
slaughtered during a theft of the artefact. The 
murders cause consternation in the region 
around Rikkendál until the killers are brought 
to justice and the spear returned to its rightful 
place. [Pig Tales]  
 
Readying 
The fervour of the Kóndkanyagn, the hunt for 
pots of knowledge, briefly increases when a 
trove of seemingly genuine ancient kóndkan-
nen is unearthed in the hills near Krestible. 
[Pots of Knowledge]  
 
Coldeven 
Continuing attacks by humanoids in the 
Wyrm’s Tail by a large band of humanoids 
see the destruction of several merchant cara-
vans. Tensions run high. 
 
Tensions between Hüssen and Rósrijder clan 
folk are running high in the region near the 
town of Skillet, due to the persistence of cattle 
rustling and horse theft. It is discovered that a 
group of Rósrijder rustlers, without the 
knowledge or approval of the majority of their 
clan, has been stealing from Hüssen farmers. 
Thankfully the matter is resolved peacefully 
thanks to the intervention of a neutral group 
of adventurers. [Chasing the Ox]  
 
Planting 
Ingolt Weisspeer, demagogue of the Old 
Kerk, is most vocal in his disapproval of the 
governance of his nephew, Voormann 
Karenin. 
 
A sickness affecting citizens of the mining 
town of Vortrote is identified as a form of the 
dread Burning Plague. It is discovered that the 
source of the sickness is stream water poi-
soned by a vengeful kobold priest who has a 
grudge against the townsfolk. [Vortrote’s 
Legacy]  

 
Harvester  
Kârl Hüssen is much talked about. Specula-
tions about his relationship with Hánnè Weis-
speer, the eldest daughter of Voormann 
Karenin, fuel much tavern gossip. The suc-
cessful campaign by his war band against the 
humanoid brigands sees his popularity sky-
rocket and he announces his candidacy for 
election as Voormann. But many whisper that 
it was he who had been behind the attacks in 
the first place. [The Voormann’s Daughter]  
 
Patchwall 
Assassins seemingly succeed in slaying Ingolt 
Weisspeer, despite the best efforts of a hand-
ful of brave adventurers. Yet unsubstantiated 
rumours would have it that the old cleric’s 
death is a sham. [Night of Steel]  
 
Ready’ reat 
Many are shocked by the revelation that Kârl 
Hüssen and his associates have been involved 
in the illegal looting of a hitherto unknown 
Ur-Flan city called Kir Rüss. When it is re-
vealed that he has been enslaving Perrenders 
and using them to explore the monster-
infested city, Kârl and his cronies are out-
lawed. Soon after Hánnè Weisspeer disap-
pears, apparently kidnapped by Kârl. [Prom-
ises To Keep]  
 
Sunsebb 
The ravages of a vicious band of orcs shakes 
the town of Schellingvale in Yattenheid can-
ton. A hitherto unknown deposit of gemstones 
seems to be at the root of the problem, as is 
the greed of a resentful servant who had be-
trayed his master, a local dignitary, to the 
orcs. [Denzel’s Kurgen]  
 
 
592CY 
 
Fireseek 
There is trouble near the town of Tiele-
mannschlauss, at the foot of Mount Sentvoor 
in the Clatspurs, when a long-bound evil sor-
cerer attempts to escape from the weakening 
magical prison holding him in place. Though 
the fiend is defeated, the event serves as a 
timely warning of the many ancient dangers 
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still to be found in the nation that can cause 
great harm to the unwary. [History Repeat-
ing]   
 
Revelations that the Môrgenrood candidate 
for the Voormann election was involved in a 
minor fraud and conspiracy with the outlawed 
Kârl Hüssen sends ripples through the clans. 
The already delayed election is further post-
poned. 
 
Readying 
Activities of the Old One’s forces to the east 
make the chances of war with Iuz ever more 
likely. Orgus Bildgear, a Roodberg candidate 
for Voormann, is most vocal in his calls for 
ending the non-aggression treaty. 
 
 
Meanwhile the momentum increases for the 
formal annexation of the Sepia Uplands. An-
other candidate for Voormann, Till Vissjâger, 
sponsors several survey teams to explore ar-
eas little known to Perrenders. A number of 
sites for future settlement are identified. [ Into 
The Hills]  
 
Growfest 
Reports of mysterious activities by the arch-
mage Mordenkainen within Schwartzenbruin 
are revealed to be nothing more than the pri-
vate troubles of a local confectioner. [Mor-
denkainen’s House of Chocolate]  
 
Planting 
The reappearance of parts of the fabled Stur-
genblood Totem causes a stir. One group of 
hardy adventurers brave the ruins of the Ur-
Flannae city of Dagovach to recover the Wy-
vern’s Claw, a lost piece of the Totem. [Wy-
vern Hunt]  
 
Wealsun 
Supernatural happenings occur north of Traft 
City, resulting in a number of undead crea-
tures troubling the area around the village of 
Leuchtturmdorf. This is further complicated 
by fighting between the nearby Quagaloogal 
lizard folk and their goblin enemies. [Ghosts 
At The Waterside]  
 

Reaping 
Orgus Bildgear is now proposing the posting 
of armed forces within the Sepia Uplands to 
act as a buffer against possible forays by ‘hos-
tile outsiders’ . His unofficial ‘Border Rang-
ers’  repulse several raids by monsters in the 
north east of Traft canton. Opinions of the 
need for such armed intervention widely vary 
throughout the many halfling and gnomish 
communities of the Sepia. 
 
The communities of Kottsmort and Vostrem 
call for help from their big neighbours in 
dealing with a monster problem in the area. 
Adventurers are called in to deal with the 
problem, which is revealed to be aranea spies 
in the service of the Old One. [Watering 
Hole]  
  
Patchwall 
Concerns are raised over the appearance in 
Traft of a criminal group calling themselves 
the Dark Wave. These scoundrels are revealed 
to be in league with the Old One’s minions, 
involved in a nefarious scheme using en-
chanted artefacts to corrupt otherwise good 
clerics. The Dark Wave is not pleased to have 
adventurers meddling in their affairs and 
spoiling the plot. The city is most relieved 
when the adventurers discover and defeat the 
Old One’s potent agent hidden in the city – a 
white dragon! [Dark Waves]  
 
Sunsebb 
The troublesome reappearance of orc and 
ogre bandits within the region of the Wyrm’s 
Tale causes consternation. A group of re-
sourceful adventurers are enlisted to negate 
the threat and to investigate further. The ban-
dits are defeated and it is learned that they are 
being directed by a Kettite master whose mo-
tives remain unclear. [Bandits!]  
 
 
593CY 
 
Readying 
A cabal of Exagian nobles discover a hidden 
tunnel leading through the Yatils to Tusmit, 
and form a secret trade pact with Tusman as-
sociates. They secure the willing assistance of 
some members of Den Zauber guild, and the

not so willing assistance of local dwarves. 
When a delegation is killed by agents from 
Ket, endeavouring to stop a new trade route, 
things go further awry for the nobles. Soon 
enough troublesome heroes have intervened, 
rescuing a dwarven dignitary from a group of 
Derro also meddling in affairs and breaking a 
curse upon the lost dwarven Khund nation. 
The return of the Khund, a long lost clan, is 
unexpected but welcomed. [Under The Hills]  
 
Planting 
The quiet and sinister feud between the Fell-
katz sept of the Vosser clan and their long 
time oppressors, the Roodenhund Roodbergs, 
comes out into the open. The Roodenhunds 
have been making brutal use of the services of 
their allies, the Guurhok goblinoids, to ensure 
the Fellkatz sept is kept in its place. However 
the revelation of another hitherto forgotten 
colony of demi-humans, the Kershane elves, 
throws matters askew. Adventurer agents se-
cretly working for the Voormann take a hand 
in affairs and thwart the plan of the Rooden-
hunds to destroy the Fellkatz folk and secure 
more power and territory for their clan. It is 
also revealed that the Roodenhunds have 
sworn themselves to Hextor, a disturbing dis-
covery indeed. The Roodenhunds and their 
Guurhok allies are defeated in a skirmish with 
Fellkatz warriors aided by Kershane elves. 
Thus another long lost nation within the 
boundaries of Perrenland begins to throw off 
centuries long obscurity. [Pfaltzgraf’s Fury]   
 
Wealsun 
Investigations begun by adventurers in Kres-
tible carry on to Schwartzenbruin and lead to 
the confirmation that Kârl Hüssen is certainly 
keeping Hánnè Weisspeer captive, possibly 
somewhere near the capital city. [Wild Goose 
Chase]  
 
The hunt for the Sturgenblood totem has in-
creased in its fervour, with each of the clans 
attempting to secure the prestige and potential 
power from being the ones to recover the lost 
artefact. The trail leads to the bowels of 
Mount Hellspaar in the Clatspurs. There a 
band of heroes secures the Yeti’s Tooth, 
wresting it from devotees of Joramy, who 
have a temple within the mountain. All the 

pieces of the Sturgenblood Totem are thus fi-
nally discovered, and the way to the lost Hol-
lows of Mordaine might be learned. [Yeti’s 
Tooth]  
 
Richfest 
Cunning adventurers secure the release of 
Hánnè Weisspeer on the eve of the election. 
They learn of a plot by Kârl Hüssen to assault 
the Council during its deliberations. Despite 
heroic efforts on the part of the hunters, and 
the fact that Karl is located and slain, the 
Council Hall is blown up from below, with 
many councillors killed. The souls of 
Gutherie Roodberg and Hasten Weisspeer are 
taken by unknown villains, and the newly re-
elected Voormann Karenin disappears. 
Worse, the body of Kârl Hüssen is soon sto-
len as well – by Hánnè Weisspeer. [Tinder-
box]  
 
Reaping 
Untervoormann Orgus Bildgear assumes the 
role of acting Voormann in the absence of 
Karenin Weisspeer. A company led by Kârla 
Hüssen, mother of the infamous Kârl and 
Pfalzgraf of the clan, hunts down Hánnè and 
the newly raised Kârl. They are brought to 
heel on a boat upon the Velverdyva and Kârl 
is slain once again, along with his hitherto 
unknown adviser, Brár Ulfrig, a servant of the 
Old One. Hánnè Weisspeer, suffering from 
magical compulsion, is rescued. [Lost Souls]  
 
Goodmonth 
Orgus Bildgear announces the formal annexa-
tion of the Sepia Uplands and the institution 
of the new canton of Vesbergen. The acting 
Voormann sponsors the pioneering of several 
new settlements in the region, the first of 
which is established despite many strange in-
cidents and an assault by humanoid troops 
loyal to Iuz. The first new town is named 
Schwungelstad. [Fresh Air, Mountain Views 
interactive]  
 
Once more the Wyrm’s Tale pass is subjected 
to attacks on caravans. This time the attackers 
are lycanthropes and undead. Once again he-
roes take the fore and hunt down and defeat 
the villains. They are able to locate and elimi-
nate the Kettite agent who was responsible for 
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the previous year’s depredations. In doing so 
they learn that the agent is in the service of a 
dragon whose interests lie further in the 
mountains – as far away as Kir Rüss. They 
also discover the dragon is aware of the tun-
nel to Tusmit and is not pleased with its use. 
[Highway Robbery]  
 
Ready’ reat 
Strange, disturbing visions begin to haunt the 
sleep of many across the nation as the shared 
dream that is to be called the Dark God’s 
Laughter sends ripples of fear through the na-
tion. At the same time forces are gathering to 
deal with the various threats facing the nation. 
 
A small band of adventurers, recruited by 
Kârla Hüssen, accompanies Hánnè Weisspeer 
on a mission inspired by clues gleaned from 
the Dark’s Gods Laughter dreams. They make 
their way to the Paleen Dolman, an ancient 
site within an Old Seed area found in the 
Mounds of Dawn. There they cross into the 
Plane of Shadow and locate the captive 
Karenin Weisspeer, dragged across time and 
the planes by an Ur-Flan witch called Igg. 
Their only way to save Karenin from the 
clutches of the witch is to slay him and re-
lease his soul, a decision not made lightly. 
The heroes are able to escape the dark plane 
along with Hánnè and return to the Dolman. 
After defeating a manifestation of Igg they re-
turn to their home plane with the dead body of 
the Voormann. The journey across planes has 
a drastic effect on the pregnant Hánnè, for she 
gives birth to a baby girl whose development 
seems to have been magically enhanced in the 
other plane. [A Dark God’s Laughter]  
 
Sunsebb 
The body of Karenin Weisspeer is returned to 
Schwartzenbruin to widespread grieving. In 
death the former Voormann’s many faults are 
forgotten and he achieves a heroic reputation. 
Orgus Bildgear is thus formally confirmed as 
Voormann, to the dismay of some and the joy 
of others. There is much speculation as to the 
nature and full heritage of Hánnè Weisspeer’s 
newborn daughter, named Kareny. The young 
mother is more than a little reticent to provide 
details about the baby’s father, a fact that does 
little to quell concerns and speculations.

As told by Ardimun DerGoost 
 
It is difficult to determine a good place to be-
gin the telling of this story, my friends, as 
many places give me that opportunity. The 
story of our land over the last four years is 
convoluted and gives us many paths to fol-
low, and thus many places to become lost. 
Yet much of these paths spring from a single 
source, the Voormann Franz Hüssen, that 
most reviled and, dare I say, misunderstood of 
Perrenders. My study of Franz has uncovered 
much that was previously hidden from our 
eyes and ears, and this I will reveal to you if 
you have the time to listen. 
 
Franz Hüssen, the Fool. 
 
Franz Hüssen came to the position of Voor-
mann of Perrenland in 576 CY at the some-
what tender age of thirty-two. The Pfalzgraf 
of Perrenland’s largest clan, the Hüssens, 
Franz was a mild mannered man who felt the 
nation was best served by looking after its 
own. This policy had been the usual attitude 
of the majority of Voormenn to sit upon the 
Bear Throne since Perren himself passed 
across the lake. 
 
Though not quite an isolationist, Franz did not 
promote an outward-looking foreign policy. 
The key example of his stance was his refusal 
to ratify the “military and material assistance”  
policy put forward to the Concatenated Coun-
cil by Perrenland’s then ambassador to Fury-
ondy, the influential Ingolt Weisspeer, in 581 
CY. Ingolt was claiming that the growth of 
the empire of the Old One posed a threat to 
Perrenland if the eastern nations should fall 
under his dominion. Ingolt also warned that 
many Flan refugees were slowly heading west 
towards Perrenland, fleeing war in the North 
and the East. Ingolt was advocating that Pax 
Mercuri troops should be funded by the 
Council and dispatched to provide military 
support to Veluna, the Shieldlands, Furyondy 
and perhaps even Tehn. Franz successfully 
opposed this policy, thus winning the enmity 
of Ingolt. However he did agree to give access 
to refugees if they should arrive on the bor-
ders, so long as they swore an oath to live by 

the laws of Perrenland. This decision split the 
Concatenated Council in 581 and it did not 
recover its former working unity. 
 
The subsequent mayhem caused by the Grey-
hawk Wars across the Flanaess and the sign-
ing of the non-aggression pact by Franz with 
the Empire of Iuz in 583 saw widespread dis-
dain for Perrenland abroad and open outrage 
at home. Moreover a flood of Flan and Oerid-
ian refugees crossed into Perrenland, many 
being Tehn brought back by several of the 
Pax units who had been forced to recruit 
whilst abroad. Being clanless, these people 
soon became a subclass of their own that un-
dermined the power of the clans whilst in-
creasing the power of the Voormann, to 
whom they swore oaths of obedience. For 
Franz, however, the signing of the non-
aggression pact was the end of his political 
career and he was ousted from power, after a 
rapidly conducted election in 584, in favour 
of Ingolt Weisspeer’s nephew and protégé 
Karenin Weisspeer, the Weisspeer Pfalzgraf 
and nominated Hetmann of the Pax Mercuri. 
The signing of the non-aggression pact and its 
consequences has been the central point of 
Perrenland political life since. 
 
Yet there is another side to this story that has 
only recently come to light. It begins with the 
employment of an obscure Brother of Zilchus 
know as Brár (Flan for brother) Ulfrig into the 
cash-strapped household of the Hüssen Pfal-
zgraf to give financial advice to the young 
newly ordained Hüssen Pfalzgraf, Franz Kârl 
Hüssen.  
 
So why was the Hüssen Pfalzgraf financially 
troubled, you may ask? It would appear that 
the Hüssens had broken a marriage agreement 
of “state proportions”  with the powerful 
Weisspeer clan. A long sought and carefully 
negotiated marriage between the Hüssen rul-
ing family and the Weisspeer ruling family 
had been well advanced. The candidates, 
apart from being arranged to marry since still 
in swaddling, were also apparently in love. 
Kârla Hüssen and Hasten Weisspeer were a 
natural match; everyone said so. Yet for rea-
sons still obscure to this day the Hüssens 
broke the agreement and Kârla instead mar-
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ried her third cousin, the young Franz. It was 
not a happy match, by all accounts. Moreover 
the kopprijs that was paid to the Weisspeers 
to avoid open clan warfare was prohibitive 
and left the Hüssens’  vault all but empty and 
its ruling family nearly impoverished. Franz’s 
father Kârl, unable to bear the shame, passed 
the title to his son and went into voluntary ex-
ile and passed from our knowledge.  
 
The arrival of the quiet but astute Brár Ulfrig 
was a watershed event for Franz Hüssen and 
indeed for Perrenland. This timid and polite 
brother of Zilchus had soon not only filled the 
Hüssen coffers with well-earned revenue but 
had Franz looking for greater honours than 
the head of the Hüssen clan provided. At the 
age of 24 Franz passed his position as Pfal-
zgraf of the Hüssen clan to his wife Kârla 
(who had just given birth to their first son) as 
he assumed the role of Untervoormann in the 
reign of Alkan Vestmeeren in 568 CY. When 
the Voormann Alkan nominated Franz in his 
stead for the 576 Voormann election Franz 
proved both generous and popular with the 
voting councillors and was swept into power. 
His household had risen to new heights and 
for Franz life could not have been better. 
 
The early and mid parts of Franz’s time as 
Voormann were very good for Perrenland and 
the country prospered; yet the effects of the 
Greyhawk War raging outside its borders was 
beginning to spill over into Perrenland. An 
invasion seemed possible, an invasion the 
country was ill prepared to resist. It was in 
580 that Franz began to suffer nightmares. At 
first Franz was troubled only occasionally by 
them but within a year they had become al-
most nightly events. The Old Kerk was at one 
point called in as Kârla suspected a posses-
sion, but this was discounted upon investiga-
tion and Brár Ulfrig convinced Franz that they 
were visions. Those closest to Franz at this 
time relate that he spoke of vivid nightmares 
of his beloved Riberlund in flames and over-
run with undead, of the folk in famine across 
the Quaglands and of Perrender armies 
smashed by invading forces.  
 
These nightmares deeply troubled Franz and 
his mindset and personality began to change, 

and his relationship with Kârla was strained 
as he stayed ever more in the capital 
Schwartzenbruin and she in Riberlund. It 
seemed at the time that only Brár Ulfrig could 
provide solace to Franz and he moved from 
giving private financial advice to Franz to the 
role of key advisor to the troubled Voormann. 
 
Franz was a man in crisis when the dread am-
bassador from the Old One first approached 
the Concatenated Council with overtures of 
peace. Initially such proposals were rejected 
and Perrenland came close to open war. Yet at 
this stage the nightmares that had been trou-
bling Franz changed in a subtle way, now 
they showed the destruction in a new light. 
They showed him that it was his failure to ac-
cept the terms of non-aggression that would 
be the cause of the ruin of his country. It was 
this revelation that settled his troubled mind 
on the path of signing the non-aggression 
pact, and Brár Ulfrig, ever close, was more 
than capable of drawing up the proper legally 
binding documents. 
 
We can be certain, my friends, that Franz 
Hüssen was perhaps the first victim of the 
nightmares that now trouble many folk in this 
land. That Brár Ulfrig was more than just a 
humble advisor is also beyond doubt. Indeed 
we must also suspect that it was from him that 
the nightmares Franz suffered were derived. 
For he is without doubt a powerful servant of 
the Old One and the non-aggression pact fur-
thered his master’s aims in ways we are only 
just beginning to fathom. Brár Ulfrig raised 
Franz to power and then broke his mind to 
keep Perrenland neutral at a time when our 
strength of arms may have swung the Grey-
hawk Wars against Iuz and reduced his suc-
cess. From Brár Ulfrig every Perrender is 
owed a head in kopprijs, alas that his neck 
only supports one. 
 
The ruin of Franz Hüssen is a sad tale, yet for 
his unfortunate family the tale is not ended. 
For Brár Ulfrig was not done. He now had a 
new victim in his sights and a new task to per-
form, the corruption of Kârl Hüssen, Franz’s 
son, and the destruction of the unity of the 
clans. His master knows, my friends, that to-
gether we stand, divided we fall. 
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The Corruption of Kâr l Hüssen 
 
It is fair to say that at the age of eighteen, 
Kârl Hüssen represented everything that was 
good in the land of Perrenland. He was an or-
dained paladin to the Shrine of Allitur within 
the Old Kerk and a student Rechter in the 
Grand Temple of Riberlund. His respect for 
his parents was unyielding and his loyalty to 
the Concatenation unreserved. Yet for a 
young man, however strong his natural quali-
ties, the silent witnessing of his father’s fall 
from grace over the eight years of his reign 
was like the slow falling of the axe on ideals 
laid bare.  
 
By simple association Kârl suffered the ef-
fects of the hate that many Perrenders har-
boured towards his father, then his family and 
finally his clan over the signing of the non-
aggression pact. This hate and ridicule was in 
part sponsored by the machinations of Brár 
Ulfrig and his growing network of influencers 
within the powerful families of Perrenland, 
whose detractions against the Hüssens found 
ready ears. Yet it was Brár Ulfrig that stood 
like a rock against this storm and helped carry 
the Hüssen ruling family through the darkest 
of these years. It was towards Brár Ulfrig that 
Kârl soon began to gravitate and from Brár 
Ulfrig he received a subtle education that 
would ultimately alter his perspective. It was 
Brár Ulfrig who taught Kârl how to hate back, 
and it was Karenin Weisspeer, the new 
Voormann, who became the focus for this 
hate. 
 
So where is that veritable matron Kârla 
Hüssen in all this, you ask? Well to be fair she 
had many concerns, not the least being the de-
teriorating mental health of her husband, to-
wards whom she had loyalty but no love. 
Also she had the duties of holding the fractur-
ing Hüssen clan together in her role as the 
Pfalzgraf. Moreover Kârla was the mother of 
two sons, and a Rechter of Perrenland. All 
this weight of duty saw Kârla make perhaps 
the greatest mistake of her life, discounting 
her intuition and allowing the influence of 
Brár Ulfrig to grow within her family. A mis-
take she is now obsessed with correcting. 

 
As an outlet for his frustration and growing 
hatred Kârl turned his back upon his career as 
a Rechter, withdrawing from studies and en-
tering the darker waters of political activism. 
It was the policies of Karenin Weisspeer that 
most frequently drew Kârl’s attention. Karl 
soon became the voice of backroom dissent in 
Schwartzenbruin, his new home. Backed by a 
small yet skilled group of friends and advi-
sors, most of them selected by Brár Ulfrig, 
Kârl’s reputation as a public speaker grew and 
to some extent he found favour within sec-
tions of the society that had rejected his fa-
ther.  
 
Kârl celebrated his first real political success 
when he returned to Riberlund and secured 
the seat of Hintervoormann of the Canton of 
Nederboden in 579CY. This provided him 
with a seat on the Concatenated Council of 
Perrenland, and a taste of real power. It was 
perhaps at this time that Kârl fell from Alli-
tur’s grace and did not seek atonement. His 
feet were treading a different path, one that 
was steadily taking him away from public 
service and more into the service of Kârl him-
self. The cult of personality that had become 
Kârl Hüssen was like wine to thirsty man. It 
did not quench the thirst but did dull his 
common sense. All the while Brár Ulfrig 
stood as the shadow behind Kârl. We know 
from Kârl’s own letters (see the appendices) 
that much of the turning of his morals was 
subtle but that it did not necessarily escape his 
own perception. 
 
It was Kârl’s standing for election as Voor-
mann that is perhaps the biggest surprise of 
this sorry story. He never, in reality, stood a 
chance, yet I believe that his supporters 
blinded him to this truth. His actions to dis-
credit the Weisspeers and Karenin by manu-
facturing raids upon the Krestingtrek against 
Hüssen caravans was clever and may have 
worked if Hánnè Weisspeer, Karenin’s beau-
tiful and beguiling daughter, had not fooled 
him so completely. To Kârl, Hánnè repre-
sented a political opportunity too good to pass 
up and I feel that he was also simply smitten 
by her. For Hánnè’s part, she played her role 
as a member of the Voice to perfection and it 
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was Kârl who courted her once she had indi-
cated a subtle interest. 
 
It is difficult to determine if Hánnè had any 
real love for Kârl, or whether indeed any bed 
sports occurred between the two in the early 
stages of their association. Yet within six 
months of Kârl’s candidacy being announced 
she was often seen in the same circles and 
rumours soon circulated. Kârl did nothing to 
discredit these rumours as they gave him a se-
cret delight. To have the daughter of his hated 
enemy Karenin besotted by the son of Franz, 
the man he had helped destroy, seemed to 
Kârl like justice and revenge combined in a 
perfect synergy.  
 
Yet Kârl’s heart was smitten and he did de-
velop a deep if somewhat skewed affection 
and love for Hánnè, affection she in turn ruth-
lessly exploited to explore the depths of 
Kârl’s corruption. This ultimately led to the 
discovery by adventurers employed by Hánnè 
and her uncle Hasten that Kârl was behind the 
caravan raids occurring on the Krestingtrek. 
Declared an Uitlaw by his own mother, the 
principle Rechter of Perrenland, and with a 
broken heart over Hánnè’s betrayal, Kârl en-
tered a far more unstable disposition. For Brár 
Ulfrig this was the first of a series of mistakes 
that forced him to take ever more drastic ac-
tion to fulfil the wishes of his master. 
 
It was Brár Ulfrig that first recognised the 
danger presented by Hánnè to his plans, but 
he acted too slowly to block her influence. At 
first Brár Ulfrig discouraged Kârl’s associa-
tion with Hánnè, yet Kârl rejected this advice 
and the influence of Brár Ulfrig on Kârl was 
being undermined at a critical point in his 
plans concerning the young man. It was at this 
stage that the artefact recovery program at the 
ancient city of Kir-Rüss handed to Brár Ulfrig 
a solution in the form of an ancient rod of of-
fice. This magical device had powers that 
Brár Ulfrig soon deciphered and put to good 
use. It was at this point that Brár Ulfrig took 
the drastic step of kidnapping Hánnè to de-
termine what she knew by using this new de-
vice upon her.  
 

The domination of Hánnè Weisspeer by this 
device did not go quite the way Brár Ulfrig 
had hoped, as she successfully resisted the 
more potent effects of the rod’s magic. As a 
result, unlike Kârl, she had to be held in 
closer confinement and proved less useful. 
Moreover she could not be placed back into 
visible circulation and her father and uncle 
soon had a search for her underway. Luckily 
for Brár Ulfrig certain divination magic was 
beginning to fail as the ancient magical influ-
ences from Kir Rüss became active once more 
in the Quaglands.  
 
Kârl, on the other hand, fell completely to the 
corruption and domination of the rod. He did, 
however, try to resist the evil, now that his 
eyes were open to Brár Ulfrig and what he 
served. Brár Ulfrig, seeing this, resorted to 
having Kârl brutally tortured so that his mind 
and body broke and the magic prevailed. The 
torture inflicted upon Hánnè was no less se-
vere yet somehow in the recesses of her mind 
she retained some control. Although to this 
day she carries the trauma of these weeks 
with her. 
 
Trouble occurred soon after a lucky tip off by 
one of Brár Ulfrig’s less willing henchmen, 
Roggo Dás, the brother of both the infamous 
Farran Dás (also known as the Ox), and Reggi 
Dás, who had been kidnapped to ensure 
Roggo’s loyalty. It was these adventurers that 
tracked Reggi Dás to the secret excavation 
operation being run by Brár Ulfrig at the 
newly uncovered Ur-Flan ruins of the city of 
Kir Rüss, Iggwilv’s mother’s ancient capital. 
 
Jásper Môrgenrood, a less than scrupulous 
Obstergraf of the Môrgenrood clan, fronted 
this “mining”  operation. His sister was to 
prove of similar ilk when the curse of the 
Khund sundering was lifted, but that is an-
other story. Jásper had little idea he was 
working for the Old One, thinking himself 
simply a partner in crime with Kârl Hüssen. 
The shutting down of this operation, and the 
death of Jásper, removed from Brár Ulfrig 
and Kârl their safe base of operations, their 
finances and, more importantly to Brár and 
his master the Old One, their control over Kir 
Rüss. His loss of face with his master was 
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great and another evil soon moved in to con-
tinue the work of opening up the ancient evils 
of Kir Rüss. Iggwilv had returned and to her 
Brár Ulfrig now abased himself and was 
adopted as a slave, being given the name Ul-
frig Iggsen by her as a mockery. For Kârl and 
the still captive Hánnè it meant the path of ut-
ter corruption was now yawning before them. 
 
Iggwilv soon had Brár Ulfrig, Kârl, and in-
deed even Hánnè at work to disrupt the unity 
of Perrenland so that her path to conquest 
could be made easier by exploiting the dissen-
sion occurring within the Concatenated Coun-
cil. The plan to assassinate Ingolt Weisspeer 
in order to discredit Karenin by pointing the 
finger at him for his uncle’s murder was the 
centrepiece of this plot. It was combined with 
a very subtle propaganda campaign that had 
many convinced that Kârl Hüssen was in fact 
the victim of a smear campaign. That Ingolt 
Weisspeer, one of the most respected of all 
Perrenders, was openly criticising the policies 
of his former favoured nephew did little to be-
lay the folk’s suspicion that Karenin was not 
as clean as he made out. 
 
It was, however, not by chance that Ingolt and 
Karenin were estranged, as together they had 
crafted a trap to draw out their enemies and to 
stall the invasion of Perrenland until the 
Auszug was ready. So it was that Karenin 
came to his uncle’s rescue and fought off the 
assassins employed by Brár Ulfrig with the 
aid of some heroes employed by his brother 
Hasten. So it was that Ingolt faked his own 
death at the hands of a Vrock and was able to 
move secretly behind the scenes, free from 
observation so that he could bolster resistance 
against the Old One’s agents and find Hánnè. 
For a time he used the disguise of a maiden of 
the Voice, Jemmeny Moonsong, (gaining the 
favour of a lonely and desperately ugly Pala-
din for his acting ability along the way). 
Eventually, despite a wild goose chase, he-
roes, with Ingolt’s/Jemmeny’s hidden guid-
ance, did rescue Hánnè. Kârl’s fading regard 
for Perrender traditions saw him using an 
abandoned plague house as a base of opera-
tions, yet the ruse was thwarted and Hánnè 
recovered by the same dogged adventurers 

who had been so clever in unravelling the 
plans of Kârl and Brár Ulfrig. 
 
After the apparent success of the assassination 
of Ingolt Weisspeer, Brár Ulfrig returned to 
his original mission of fostering disunity 
amongst the clans. Already the tensions be-
tween the Weisspeer and the Hüssens were at 
breaking point, now he turned his and Kârl’s 
attention on disrupting the other clans. It was 
the Fellkatz Vossers of the Kershane pass that 
provided an easy target. 
 
Using disguise and subtle guile Brár Ulfrig 
and Kârl soon had tensions between the 
Roodenhund Sept of the Roodberg clan and 
their Fellkatz Vosser neighbours and tenants 
boiling nicely. As it turned out this tension 
broke into open conflict in 592-593 and Brár 
Ulfrig and Kârl returned to Schwartzenbruin 
to carry out another plot for their new mis-
tress and thus their hand in the conflict re-
mained long hidden.  
 
It is somewhat ironic that from the machina-
tions of evil can sometimes be borne the fruits 
of good. The short war between the Rooden-
hund and the Fellkatz revealed the Principal-
ity of Kershane to us and that has been a very 
good thing. It also led to the divisions be-
tween Roodberg and Vosser being partly re-
solved with the creation of a new Canton 
(Kershane) freeing the Fellkatz Vosser Sept 
from Roodberg overlordship. Moreover it fos-
tered a compromise between the Voormann 
Karenin and Roodberg Pfalzgraf Gutherie that 
led to the second most likely candidate for 
Voormann, Hetmann Orgus Bildgear of Nied-
erschlauss, becoming Karenin’s running mate, 
thus assuring Karenin’s re-election as the 
Voormann in 594. 
 
In the meantime, Brár Ulfrig and Kârl had 
been eluding pursuers until Hánnè was res-
cued and the magic binding her was for a time 
broken. She revealed to her rescuers a plot set 
by Kârl to disrupt Perrenland through destruc-
tion of the Council. A desperate attempt was 
made to foil this plot and indeed Kârl Hüssen 
was finally tracked down and brought to jus-
tice, falling to the blade in an epic fight be-
neath the chambers of the Concatenated 
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Council in Schwartzenbruin. Yet his machina-
tions on this dark night were too far advanced 
and the blowing up of the Concatenated 
Council on the night of Karenin’s successful 
re-election as Voormann was both bold and 
cunning. 
 
Its success seriously disrupted Perrenland’s 
preparations for war, furthermore the disap-
pearance of Karenin and the death of several 
important councillors, including Karenin’s 
brother Hasten and the powerful Roodberg 
Pfalzgraf Gutherie, left Orgus Bildgear in a 
difficult position. Bildgear, as Untervoor-
mann, was now left to pick up the pieces 
whilst under suspicion for having a hand in 
Karenin’s disappearance. Already misjudged 
by many for his push for the annexation of the 
Sepia Uplands and the creation of the canton 
of Vesbergen, a policy in fact carried out by 
Karenin, Bildgear had little support within the 
council at first. Additionally, rumours existed 
of a link between him and the Dark Wave 
crime organisation that had been uncovered in 
his home city of Traft. It was only the support 
of Renaulf Solcarde, the Hetvoorshoolmann 
of the Old Kerk, who agreed to partner 
Bildgear, which allowed Perrenland to remain 
lawfully governed during this crisis. No one 
was more desperate to discover the fate of 
Karenin than Bildgear.  
 
It was also revealed that Hánnè Weisspeer 
had once again disappeared, as had the body 
of Kârl Hüssen. Suspicion now fell upon her 
for the attempted destruction of the Concate-
nated Council. In reality Brár Ulfrig, who had 
remained hidden and escaped, had simply 
managed to re-exert control over her and she 
had been forced back into bondage. It was 
Hánnè, at the insistence of Brár Ulfrig, who 
took the dead body of Karenin from the scene 
of the crime and delivered him to his mistress, 
Iggwilv, for resurrection.  
 
Brár Ulfrig also took the souls of Hasten 
Weisspeer and Gutherie Roodberg so that 
they could not be raised. Brár Ulfrig had Kârl 
raised from the dead so that he could continue 
to be used to damage the unity of Perrenland. 
At this stage it must be said that Brár’s new 
mistress was well pleased with his work. Thus 

it was that adventurers were once again con-
fronted on the Uitlander ship the Lady Derstra 
by Kârl and Hánnè; for the first time they 
were confronted with the power of Brár Ul-
frig. Brár Ulfrig was, however, surprised at 
this point and it appears that whatever dia-
bolical ritual he was attempting to perform on 
the bodies of Hasten and Gutherie partly 
failed, although it is fair and proper to say that 
poor Gutherie was indeed affected and per-
verted by it.  
 
In the fight that ensued Kârla Hüssen finally 
had some revenge as she suddenly appeared, 
wrenching the rod controlling Kârl and Hánnè 
from Brár Ulfrig. Brár, however, struck down 
Kârl Hüssen and promptly disappeared, leav-
ing the bodies and Hánnè to be rescued. At 
this point it is said that Kârl at last sought 
atonement and it was given to him by his 
mother, and his soul was freed of the evil that 
had perverted it. Hasten and Gutherie, their 
souls restored, were raised and returned to 
their positions within the Concatenated Coun-
cil. Hánnè meanwhile, being pregnant and 
under suspicion, was placed in Kârla 
Hüssen’s custody, in which she remains to 
this day, as indeed does the ancient rod of of-
fice from Kir-Russ. It was here also that In-
golt Weisspeer openly declared his survival 
and was accepted as the personal advisor of 
Bildgear.  Of Karenin at this stage no sign had 
yet been found. 
 
The Death of Karenin 
 
The search for and subsequent death of 
Karenin mark the final and most bizarre chap-
ter of this story. Adventurers, accompanied by 
Hánnè Weisspeer, were set upon his trail by 
the Sepian Oracle and headed deep into an 
Old Seed area of the Mounds of Dawn, as-
sisted by a half-dragon Quagaloogal druid of 
the Grove known as the Keipar (or Keeper in 
the common tongue). The discovery of an an-
cient Ur-Flan temple site and a Paleen Dol-
man (a marker stone of Nerull) set the scene 
for a bizarre night. These adventurers claim to 
have been projected back in time and across 
planes to the dream-like age of the Ur-Flan 
Empire of Guur-Zhaun (Empire of the Dawn).

It appears that the Dark god Nerull needed 
them to prevent or pervert an occurrence in 
order to halt a plan, as yet not revealed to our 
eyes, by his arch enemy Igg, the mother of 
Iggwilv. In the Ur-Flan temple site of Kir-Igg 
the adventurers found both Karenin and a 
dreamlike aspect of Hánnè. Here Karenin was 
king and consort to Igg and further he was re-
vealed as the father of her unborn child, she 
who would become Iggwilv. Breaking from a 
trance-like state long enough to ensure that 
Hánnè was rescued from her dream, Karenin 
also begged that he be delivered from the evil 
he was ensnared by, and so it was that the ad-
venturers sent to save him did so by the blade. 

The regicide committed by these adventurers 
was dire indeed, yet justified. Finally fleeing 
with a now heavily pregnant Hánnè back to 
the Paleen Dolman these same adventurers 
managed to defeat the manifestation of Igg as 
she attempted to establish herself in this plane 
and this time, and she was driven her back to 
her own realm. At this climatic point Hánnè 
gave birth to Kareny, a healthy baby girl. 
Conjecture today still surrounds who was the 
father of this child – Brár, Kârl, Karenin or 
some other darker power.

14th Readying 591 
 
Dearest Mother, please forgive your errant son for not writing for so long, but little opportunity has 
presented itself for such endeavours of late. 
 
Schwartzenbruin is, as always, alive with the intrigue only it can breed. The Bruinsmenn are taxing 
all travellers heavily at the gates to cope with the extra expense of keeping the peace. I can’ t say I 
blame them. This election will be, I feel, unlike any other. Every clan seems to be fielding a candi-
date this time, except for the Môrgenroods, of course, who still seem to be obsessed with restoring 
the magnificence of Exag and their inherent right to independence. One day that people will need to 
move on and become part of the now instead of the then. Anyway, I digress.  
 
You will be pleased, I hope, to know that I have managed to convince several non-aligned merchant 
captains to transport our grain from Nederquag this harvest. This will break the monopoly the 
Roodbergs seem to have on Vestmeer shipping rates and should allow us to gain a fair price next 
year, with more local merchants and, I hope, allow us to ship once again into the cities of Clatsberg 
and Traft with excellent profit. Just yesterday the enterprising captain of the Lady Dersta, a mer-
chant ship out of Greyhawk, offered to help us establish a market for our wine, which he assures me 
is of very good quality, into the cities along the Velverdyva all the way to the Greyhawk City itself. 
He also seemed to feel that we could gain double or even triple the price for our grain and cheese in 
the cities of Furyondy, which it seems are in famine after so many years of protracted war. We 
would need to explore this option further as I have heard that Tamarind Roodberg is organising re-
lief shipments of grain and salted fish from her husband’s purse to help the folk of that poor coun-
try. In truth I cannot help a wicked grin at the thought of how this must irk her husband Gutherie. 
His love of the Aerdi has never before hurt his pocket so sore I suspect. He should have known 
when he married into that particular Weisspeer bloodline that his pockets would be bled dry. I re-
member that when we where children Tamarind was always trying to play the generous benefactor. 
Gutherie, I think, was smitten by her even back then; he was always defending her honour as if the 
games we played in court were the games of adults. Again my mind wanders. 
 
Some news of interest that has reached here on fast horse is that the family of the famous Ritter of 
Allitur, Aeric Zussrig of the Vuurzwards of Oskindal and Rikkendál, has been wiped out almost to a 
man. I know this will grieve you greatly and the more so as it appears the incident was perpetrated 
by one of our own, Nurbert Brunegger. In truth I thought Nurbert had perished years ago on cam-
paign in Ket, yet it appears he and his small band of mercenaries came down the Krestingtrek bound 
for Riberlund and home. To think that Nurbert had forgotten the warrant you have for his arrest sur-
prises me. Anyway it appears that the base nature of the man got the better of him and he killed the 
family to take possession of Aeric’s legendary spear. The stories I have heard seem to suggest that 
the spear got its own revenge and refused at a critical moment to allow itself to wielded by Nurbert. 
This, if it can be believed, allowed an ogre orphan who, it seems, was adopted by the Zussrigs, to 
dispatch him. So far no one here has made an association between Brunegger and our clan and I 
have confidence that we will escape any scorn on this matter. 
 
Also if interest to you, I am sure, is a rumour in the city that Karenin has broken with his uncle In-
golt. It appears the old demagogue has openly begun to criticise Karenin’s fence sitting on the Iuz 
issue. It angers me to think that the infamy heaped upon my poor father and our whole clan for sign-
ing the non-aggression pact with Iuz, infamy conjured by Karenin and his camp, has become the 
strongest platform Karenin has to be re-elected. I am beginning to feel that I am duty bound to stand

One 
issue that troubles me is the Brunegger incident and it may be best to distance ourselves from such 
men in the future. I would also suggest that we restrict movement into and out of the camp as much 
as possible once we begin. We need to keep a tight rein on Jásper and I suggest we send Darig to 
keep him focused on task. I will see you in Krestible in a few weeks.

Dearest mother 
 
Your words of encouragement and support have filled me with joy, and the money you have sent to 
begin my election campaign I will put to good use. I have taken myself up to Krestible in the Weis-
speer heartlands to see if I can convince our Hüssen brethren in the city to support me in the elec-
tion. On the way I encountered several bands of adventurers seeking Kóndkannen and I suspect that 
some of them at least may have been responsible for the recent raids upon caravans along the Krest-
ingtrek. It seems vogue these days for many of the non-aligned mercenary groups to use the term 
adventurer and expect to gain instant respect from those they meet. Few of them have any sense of 
duty to anything other than themselves. If I can I may use my Grafgardt to put a stop to these raids 
and allow our trade caravans to pass over the mountains. It would be woe to Hasten Weisspeer if I 
find any of his kin behind the raids.
